PARAGRAPH 1: Explanation of quote

· Restate the quotation

· Thesis statement that states the main idea of the quote and previews the connections. 

PARAGRAPH 2: Personal connection and example 

· Begin with a topic sentence that states the connection.

· Explain the connection using specific details and examples.

· Explain how the connection relates to the quotation.
PARAGRAPH 3: Text-to-text or text-to-world connection and example
· Begin with a topic sentence that states the connection.

· Explain the connection using specific details and examples.

· Explain how the connection relates to the quotation.

CONCLUDING PARAGRAPH: Wrap it up
· Restate the main idea of the quotation (touch back).

· Restate the connections (touch back).

· Explain why the message is important (go to the heart).

· How can this quote apply to you in the future (look to the future).

· End with a ZINGER (a final idea that the reader can hold on to)
